Public Forum
As there were no members of the public present the meeting was not adjourned for this session. 
Parishioners’ comments that had been received by Councillors since the last meeting.

A
Untidiness in the Village – Two issues were raised, one outside the Forge where road mending material had been dumped and weeds were now growing through and getting out of control.  It was thought that action was already being taken by residents to rectify this matter but the situation would be monitored.  Weeds were getting out of control within the Yorkshire Water Pumping Station compound and the Clerk was asked to write to YW asking them to maintain the area.

B
Parking in the Village - Once again this issue was raised and it was noted that an oil delivery vehicle had not been able to turn into Distone Court to access a property due to a parked car. It was agreed that Main Street is too narrow for cars to park on both sides and that there was often a problem with cars parked at the junction outside the Forge.   It was agreed to obtain a large-scale plan with a view to deciding where it is feasible to park in the Main Street and perhaps to request that parking spaces be marked.  Other options would be a resident parking scheme or yellow lines.

Springwood Shepherd Huts

A letter had been received from the owners of Springwood Shepherd Huts asking if the Parish Council could erect signs to inform the public that the road that served the old mine site was a private road.  They were concerned about the amount of dog walkers using the route and for the safety of livestock on their premises.  After some discussion it was decided that this was a private matter between the two land owners.  The Council had been advised that Escrick Parish Council had received a similar request and their response was much the same, that it was not a Parish Council matter.
